Take a Listen:

Take a Listen will have 5 audio files available and should be easy for me to change out the order and content.

The page is a full page with 5 images moving up and down, much like the current small screen does (See takealistensamplelayout.psd).  The images rotate (see quicktime files listen1, listen2, etc.) as they rise and fall.  I realize that the quicktime file may not translate well – let’s talk about what our options are.  When the image is moused over it should stop rising and falling (the other four continue) and change to listen1a (or listen2b, listen3b, etc. – listen1a is related to listen1b and listen2a to listen2b, etc.) and the title, track # and cd should appear near the bottom of the screen (see takealistensamplelayoutmousedover#4.psd). The wave file takealistenmousegeneratedsound.wav should play when moused over.  When the item is clicked on the I-tunes visualizer should take over the page.  Can the title remain visible?  If the viewer chooses to click back to the site screen a button for returning to the visualizer is available.  When the visualizer is not on the unselected 4 images continue rising and falling and the modified image (seetakealistensamplelayoutmousedover#4.psd).

The sample screens I used have smaller images than I’d like and, this is very important, the back ground should be black – I want the viewer to see only the colored image rotating and rising and falling.

The order from left to right is:

Incompleteness Becomes Us, track 1, Alchemy

The Alchemy of Turbulence, track 3, Alchemy

Beneath a Dreaming Moon, track 5, Alchemy

Soundtrack to a Thought, track 3, The Elegance of Falling

The Softness of Moments, track 5, The Elegance of Falling

No music will play when the Take a Listen page is selected.  The takealistenmousegeneratedsound.wav will play when mousing over occurs, and of course the selected track will play with clicking, accompanied by the i-tunes visualizer.  Let’s talk about the mechanics of utilizing the visualizer and giving the viewer the option of exiting back and also how we will communicate what we are doing with the visualizer.
